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Welcome to New Park Instrumental Tuition
New Park Primary School offers a range of instrumental and vocal music tuition provided by private tutors for all our students.  It has been especially designed to work alongside Harrogate High School music department to provide an excellent quality of tuition. This will lead to an easy transition for all students to continue with instrumental and vocal lessons from primary school to secondary school. All administration of lessons and the tutors will be provided by Harrogate High.
Who can have lessons?

Any student at New Park from year 3 onwards can have instrumental lessons. You do not have to have had previous music lessons elsewhere, or be particularly gifted at music to take part. 
When will the lessons take place?

Lessons take place during the normal school day (9.30am until 2.30pm) and will be timetabled so that minimal disruption is caused to the normal school timetable. This will involve a rota system. In most cases, you would not miss part of the same school lesson more than twice during the same half-term. 

How much does it cost?
Students study in groups of 3 (maximum) or individually.  All lessons are priced as below. Typically there will be 11 lessons each term. 

20 minutes - 
Groups of 3 (max) is £7 per lesson 
30 minutes - 
Pairs is £10 per lesson 
20 minutes - 
Individual is £11.50 per lesson
30 minutes - 
Individual is £16.50 per lesson

What if I don’t have my own instrument?

We own a large number of instruments that are available to loan to students who are taking lessons at school. Please ask us for more details on the availability of specific instruments. Note: We do not loan out keyboards, pianos, any guitars or drums. There is an annual fee of £ 30.00 per year to hire an instrument.
What is available?
· Woodwind (Flute, Clarinet, Oboe, Bassoon, Saxophone, Recorder) 
· Brass (Cornet, Trumpet, Tenor Horn, French Horn, Trombone, Euphonium, Tuba)

· Strings (Violin, Viola, ‘Cello, Double Bass)

· Percussion (Drum Kit & Tuned Percussion including Timpani & Glockenspiel)

· Guitar (Classical, Electric & Bass)

· Piano (Classical & Jazz)

Students eligible for Free School Meals at the start of each term are offered FREE tuition (20 minute paired lessons) for that term.

When can students start?
Lessons are available from the very first week of the Autumn term, although students may start lessons at any point of the school year.

Payment is due within 14 days of receipt of the half termly invoice. A £10.00 administration fee will be charged for late payment.


No repayments can be processed if lessons are missed due to student illness or non-attendance for any other reason. In the event that a tutor is unavailable for a lesson, the lesson will be rescheduled as close to the original date if possible or the lesson will be credited.


Written notice of at least six weeks is required if a parent wishes to cease lessons. Refunds will only be available for any prepaid lessons still outstanding once the six week notice period has elapsed. We will assume lessons will automatically continue in the following term unless we are instructed otherwise. If lessons are ceasing at the end of the summer term notice must be received by the beginning of July otherwise lessons will continue for the first 6 weeks of the autumn term.
